Levelling unlocked

In the unlocked position the instrument auto-
matically levels itself within the specified inclin-
ation range. (See Technical data)

Levelling locked

Turn the levelling lock in order to transport or tilt
the instrument beyond the self-levelling range.
When locked, the pendulum is fixed and the self-
levelling function is deactivated. In this case the
laser blinksevery 3sec.
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Instrument Set-up

Laser receiver

To be able to detect the laser linesover long dis-
tances
(>15m) or in unfavourable lighting conditions, a
laser receiver can be used.

We recommend the Leica RVL80 laser
receiver.

Li-Ion battery

Charge Li-Ion battery

Charge the Li-Ion battery before using it for the
first time.While charging, the instrument mayheat
up. This is normal and should not affect the instru-
ment´s lifespan or performance. At the recom-
mended storage temperature of -20°C to +30°C
(-4°F to +86°F), batteries containing a 50%to
100%charge can be stored up to 1 year. After this
storage period the batteriesmust be recharged.

CAUTION

Connecting the charger using the wrong adapter
maycause seriousdamage to the instrument.

Levelling

Checking the accuracy of the levelling

Set the instrument on a tripod half-waybetween
two walls (A+B) that are approx. 5m apart. Place
the lock switch in the "Unlocked" position. Direct
the instrument at wall A and switch on the instru-
ment. Activate the horizontal laser line or laser
point andmark the position of the line or the point
on wall (A1). Rotate the instrument by180° and
mark the horizontal laser line or the laser point in
exactly the samewayon wall (B1).

Then place the instrument at the same elevation
as close aspossible to wallA and againmark the
horizontal laser line or the laser point on wallA
(A2). Rotate the instrument by180° again and
mark the laser on wallB (B2). Measure the dis-
tancesof themarked pointsA1-A2 and B1-B2.
Calculate the difference of the twomeas-
urements.

|(A1 - A2) - (B1 - B2)| <=2mm

If the difference doesnot exceed 2mm, then the
Leica Lino L4P1 iswithin tolerance.
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Accuracy Check

Vertical and horizontal line

Checking the accuracy of the horizontal line

Place the lock switch in the "Unlocked" position.
Position the instrument approx. 5m away from the
wall. Direct the instrument at the wall and switch
on. Activate the laser line andmark the inter-
section point of laser crosshairs on the wall. Swivel
the instrument to the right and then to the left.
Observe the vertical deviation of the horizontal line
from themarking. If the difference doesnot
exceed 3mm, then the Leica Lino L4P1 iswithin
tolerance.

Checking the accuracy of the vertical line

Place the lock switch in the "Unlocked" position. As
a reference, use a plumb-bob and attach it as
close aspossible to an approx. 3m high wall. Pos-
ition the instrument at a distance of approx. 1.5m
from the wall at an elevation of approx. 1.5m. Dir-
ect the instrument at the wall and switch on.
Rotate the instrument and align it with the bottom
of the plumb line. Now read off themaximum devi-
ation of the laser line from the top of the plumb
line. If the difference doesnot exceed 3mm, then
the Leica Lino L4P1 iswithin tolerance.

Vertical plumb points

Checking the accuracy of the upper plumb
point:

Set up the laser on its tripod o wallmount bracket
near point A1 at aminimum distance of 1.5m from
point B1. The horizontal laser is aligned in dir-
ection 1. Mark the laser pointsA1 and B1with a
pin.

Checking the accuracy of the lower plumb
point:
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Accuracy Check

Rotate the instrument by180° so that it points in
the opposite direction 2 to direction 1. Adjust the
instrument so that the laser beam hits point A1
exactly. If point B2 is no further than 2mm away
from point B1, then the Leica Lino L4P1 iswithin
tolerance.
